
H ow t o  m a k e a



Raise your needle to 
point in the air and 
begin wrapping the 
thread around the 
needle clockwise. 
Keep the thread taut 
in order to maintain 
the tension of the the tension of the 
wraps. Wrap until the 
length of the wraps 
are the same as the 
legnth between the 
two points from the 
previous step.

Keeping your fingers on the top 
wraps, holding them in place, 
slowly pull the needle out from 
the wraps. You can try tightening 
an loosening the wraps with your 
thumb and forefinger, but only 
ever-so-lightly as you pull the 
needle and the thread all the way needle and the thread all the way 
through.  

Bring your needle to 
the front of the canvas 
and measure over the 
legnth you want your 
bullion knot to be. Go 
down at that point.
Go back up with your Go back up with your 
needle at your first 
point.



Come down with your needle, 
through the canvas at your second 
point keeping the wraps taut. You 
can pull the thread away from you 
and in that manner tighten the 
wraps evenly.

Even out the wraps by 
stroking the underbelly of 
the wraps with your needle. 
Manipulate them until you 
are satisfied you have an 
even Bullion Knot.
